• Through the WLAN, the PCVR content can be mirrored into multiple HMDs, so that the user of HMD can have a 

first-person immersive perspective in real-time. This solution can be widely used in multi-person VR learning and 

training, etc.

Deployment and Use

1. Turn off/uninstall the firewall software on the PC, install the Virbox User Tool.

Special note：If the Virbox is not installed, the dongle can not be activated.

2. Activation of “StarLink” SERVER end.

• For using the dongle U disk, insert it to the PC to activate.

• For using the dongle code, please follow the instruction below.



3. When the dongle is activated, it should be detected by the server. Otherwise, the 

Elite4S SDK installation is required as supplemental. 
Special Note： When Elite4S SDK opens in non-Chinese Windows OS, the description will be unrecognizable due to the English version is not available.. ，Please follow the steps 

below.

4. Running DPVR_AppPatch.exe: Drag the apps exe. to the window to patch.

Special Note：

• The unpatched app/game will not be recognized by “StarLink”.

• Drag the patched app/game icon to the window to un-patch..

• If the PC configuration is too low to run the multi-screens, lower the FPS and resolution to ensure smooth operation.



5. Running Steam VR：Please make sure the PC VR headset is connected, run the 

DPVR_StarLinkServer.exe to activate the SERVER end.

Special note：

• If the SteamVR is not activated, which will result in initialization failure and cannot be used 
normally.

• Please make sure the path of DPVR_StarLinkServer.exe only consists of English 
characters/digits/space and underline.

• Please make sure the “StarLink” SERVER end is activated.

• The access of internet is allowed and make sure the firewall or AntiVirus is turned off.

• Please click the setting to chose the internet, when there are multi internet cards available.



6. Upgrade the firmware according to the HMD model to complete the DPVR_StarLinkPlayer 

installation.

7. Connect the HMD and PC under the same enterprise router.

• Use CAT6 cable to connect the PC with the router.

• Click the DPVR_StarLinkPlayer at the My apps on the launcher, then enter the WIFI setting by clicking the icon on the upper right 
corner.

8. After the WIFI setting, wait for the connecting between SERVER end and PLAYER end automatically.

• After connected successfully, the SERVER end will be shown as below.

Special Note：

• The English interface of the Player 

end is under development.

• After the initial activation of the 

Player end, the DPVR_StarLinkPlayer 

will be activated automatically once 

the HMD is turned on. To turn off 

the auto-activation in the setting.

• The ”setting“ is available when the 

PLAYER end is not connected with 

the SERVER end. It is not available 

when they are connected.

9. Click the “Play”to start the screen sharing between the PC VR and the HMD once the SERVER 

end and the PLAYER end are connected. 

Special Note:

• Before playing, correcting the viewing angle by the SERVER end to ensure all HMDs at the PLAYER end are facing the same direction.

• Please do not pull out the dongle during playing. Otherwise, it will fail to play.

• Modification of streaming specification, including resolution, FPS, and Bitrate is supported by the setting of the SERVER end for a best playing 

performance.
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Special Note：The presenter can turn his head left and right/up and down at will when using it, 

but it is not recommended to tilt the head drastically, which will cause dizziness to the viewer.
